Day 1 Arrival to Sofia, Transfer to Sofia Guest House,
www.sofiaguest.com.

National Assembly Square and the most impressive building -
Alexander Nevsky Orthodox Cathedral. On the way back we will pass
along the National Theatre, and central avenue. Possible extentions to other interesting places in the city center..
Free evening.

Day 2 One day trip to the biggest and most important symbol of the Bulgarian Orthodox Church Rila Monastery . Situated
at a height of 1150 meters a.s.l. in Rila Mountains, behind the 20-meter high walls lie impressive monastery buildings, a
church and a chapel with valuable murals. The most impressive monument from the Bulgarian National Revival period rises
amidst the rugged beauty of the Rila Mountain. During this day you can feel the genuine atmosphere of the monastery's
most treasured historic and artistic monuments. Possible extention — visiting the netural phenomenon "Stob sand
pyramids”. Starts 9.30 from Sofia Guesthouse, ends 19h. at the starting point. Free evening.

Day 3 Transfer to Plovdiv — the second biggest city in Bulgaria. Accommodation in dormitories at Plovdiv Guest House in
the heart of the old town, www.plodvivguest.com. Hostel Plovdiv Guest is a house, declared for protected by the
government for its old style architecture, and completely renovated from the inside, offering comfort and modern
facilities.

Day 4 Morning sightseeing tour in Plovdiv. The old part of town is a nice and cosy place to take a walk through — charming
cafes on the cobblestoned streets; there are often cultural events going on: exhibitions in the art galleries behind
almost every corner, and concerts, some of them even taking place in the ancient Roman theatre — and the Revival
architecture is all around you. Free afternoon to explore the city.

Day 5 Transfer to Sofia for flight back home /time depending on the departure time of your flight/.
